Commander Marsh ended with 3 point.  1)  Royal Rangers needs to be a boy led, adult facilitated program.  2)  Ask in 
prayer how to reach more non-church boys.  3)  If we want to grow the ministry, we must grow ourselves.  Com-
manders need to attend as much training as possible.
